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RESURRECTION APPEARANCES OF JESUS: 13. BREAKFAST 

Last month we explored the setting for Jesusô lakeside appearance to his 
disciples.  This month, as we approach Easter and our parish Easter breakfast, 
I want to go on to consider the breakfast appearance of Jesus on the lakeside 
beach in more detail. 

Only seven of the eleven apostles are together at the Sea of Galilee when 
Peter says, ñI am going fishingò, and the others say, ñWe will go with you.ò  So 
they get into the boat, but óthat night they caught nothingô (Jn 21:1-3).  The 
detail here convinces me of the truthfulness of this account. There are symbolic 
elements to it, but to my mind it has the tone of an eyewitness account of an 
actual incident. 

Early in the morning, just after daybreak (proias de ede genomenes) they see 
someone standing on the shore, but they donôt recognise that itôs Jesus (ou 
mentoi edeisan hoi mathetai hoti Iesous esti, Jn 21:4).  He calls out to them: 

Jesus said to them, ñChildren, you have no fish, have you?ò  They 
answered him, ñNo.ò (Jn 21:5) 

Literally, He asks them if they have anything to eat with their bread, a relish, 
which was normally fish (prosphagion), and he refers to them as paidia, 
óchildrenô. 

So the stranger tells them to throw their net on the other side of the boat: 

He said to them, ñCast the net to the right side of the boat, and you will 
find some.ò So they cast it, and now they were not able to haul it in 
because there were so many fish.  (21:6) 

The description immediately recalls the incident of the miraculous catch of fish 
in Lk 5:1-11.  On that occasion so many fish are caught that the net begins to 
break and Peter and Andrew in the one boat have to call ótheir partners [James 
and John] in the other boat to come and help themô (Lk 5:7).  However, there 
are so many fish that they ófilled both boats, so that they began to sinkô (5:7).  
The two boats are swamped by the number and weight of the fish.  On this 
occasion the net is not broken but they have to find other means to land the 
fish. 

When Jesus tells them to cast their net on the other side, the right side, of the 
boat, perhaps there is a symbolic meaning. He may be telling them to direct 
their missionary work not just to the Jewish people, where it has not been well 
received, but also to the Gentile world in general. 

The reaction to the catch is clear, however.  John tells us that he was the first to 
realise what was happening: 
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That disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, ñIt is the Lord!ò (Jn 21:7) 

This secondary role of óthe disciple loved by the Lordô to Peter has been 
regarded as showing deference to the first head of the church, Cephas, the 
Rock. However, it also mimics Johnôs role of evangelist. The purpose of his 
insights is to alert those who take action. This models his role to us, the reader. 
Peterôs reactions to the resurrection stand for ours. 

This dynamic recalls Johnôs Empty Tomb narrative, where óthe other discipleô 
outruns Peter, reaches the tomb first and sees the othonia, ólinen grave 
wrappingsô (20:4-5).  There he does ónot go inô, whereas Peter with 
characteristic boldness and emotion runs up and goes straight óinto the tombô 
(20:5).  Here John tells Peter, and Peter impulsively reacts at once: 

When Simon Peter heard it was the Lord, he put on some clothes, for he 
was naked, and jumped into the sea. (21:7) 

Peter quickly slips on his working coat (ependeutes, his fishermanôs outer 
garment), ties his belt around his waist (diezosato, ógirded himselfô) and then 
throws himself (ebalen, the same word used of the net in v. 6) overboard into 
the sea and wades ashore to see Jesus.  Peter rushes to be reunited with a 
dead loved one.  No doubt we would react in the same way if we saw a dead 
loved one standing on the shore.  But do we react to Jesusô presence in the 
Eucharist with this uncomplicated joy?   

Meanwhile the others row the boat in, dragging the net: 

But the other disciples came in the boat, dragging the net full of fish, for 
they were not far from the land, only about a hundred yards off. (21:8) 

Here, as in v. 6, the word used is the genitive (possessive case)  ichthuon (óof 
fishô).  The other disciples make their way to land in the ploiarion, óshipôs boatô, 
from the ploion, óshipô, in which they have been fishing ï a distance hos apo 
pechon diakosion, óof about two hundred cubitsô. 

Jesus is standing at the barbecue griddle with fish on it and the bread ready: 

When they had gone ashore, they saw a charcoal fire there, with fish on 
it, and bread. (21:9) 

It is a modest breakfast for the seven tired and hungry fishermen, with just 
opsarion (órelishô, usually fish) and artos (óbreadô).  The poor usually had bread 
to eat with perhaps a little dried fish as relish, as we can see from the Feeding 
of the Five Thousand.  So Jesus tells them to óBring some of the fish (again, 
opsarion) that you have just caughtô (21:10).  But Peter, impetuous but very 
strong, climbs into the boat and lands the whole catch instead: 
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So Simon Peter went aboard and hauled the net ashore, full of large fish, 
a hundred fifty-three of them; and although there were so many, the net 
was not torn.  (21:11) 

The net is full of great fishes (meston ichthuon megalon); symbolically, Peter is 
now a very successful ñfishermanò.  It was said in the ancient world that there 
were 153 different species of fish, so Peter is bringing every known fish in the 
world (= symbolically all peoples, Gentile and Jew?); and not one of them is 
lost, for the net does not tear. 

In the Feeding of the Five Thousand, everyone is ósatisfiedô (echortasthesan Mt 
14:20; Mk 6:42; Lk 9:17: eneplesthesan Jn 6:12) though they only have a little 
bread each and less fish.  The same applies initially here.  But now that they 
have more than just a little fish (opsarion) to go with their bread, Jesus invites 
them to a sumptuous breakfast: óJesus said to them, ñCome and have 
breakfast.òô (Jn 21:12).  He wants them to share a feast together.  But their 
response is curious: 

Now none of the disciples dared to ask him, ñWho are you?ò because 
they knew it was the Lord.  (21:12) 

They do not recognise Him and yet they know who He is; they are not bold 
enough (etolma) to interrogate Him (exetasai), ñWho are you?ò This is odd and 
susceptible of various possible interpretations.  Clearly, however, the same 
pattern is seen as in other post-Resurrection appearances; His disciples and 
close friends do not recognise Him at first and only eventually come to know 
that it is Jesus. This confusion of recognition symbolically implies our own. 

However, Jesus forgives them and symbolizes His forgiveness through feeding 
them, as He does us: 

Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to them, and did the same 
with the fish. (Jn 21:13) 

The words lambanei ton arton kai didosin autois (ótook the bread and gave it to 
themô) recall the actions of Jesus at the Last Supper according to the 
Synoptists (Mt 26:16; Mk 14:22; Lk 22:19) and at the Feeding of the Five 
Thousand in John (Jn 6:11).  Clearly it is an agape, a love-feast or fellowship 
meal, such as we should strive for in this world. Just a few days before, they 
had been in disarray, hiding away, denying Him, their mission splintered 
apparently, into so many fractured pieces that they could never again be called 
óFishers of menô. Jesus feeds the disciples and they feel the joy of reconciliation 
and forgiveness; symbolically, we are given a glimpse of how things will be for 
us too, in the Kingdom.  
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As with so many peopleôs encounters with Jesus, once again we can apply it to 
our own indirect and direct experiences of Him. The disciples stand for us in our 
own confused, sometimes joyful, sometimes doubting, relationship to Jesus. 
Sometimes we feel in direct communion with Him, strong and confident in our 
faith. At other, more testing times, we feel lost or unsure about His role in our 
lives. But we can be confident that His response to us is always loving, 
forgiving and inviting us to deeper communion with Him. Once Jesus was lost 
to them, the disciples did not immediately organise themselves into a 
competent band of perfected saints, successfully evangelising wherever they 
went. They shared all our common human frailties. And just as Jesus kept 
reminding them of His abiding presence in their lives, so that they did ultimately 
triumph in their mission, so He is always present in our lives, even when we do 
not recognise Him. 

Evidently this is the end of this epilogue story, as John now adds his authorial 
comments: 

This was now the third time that Jesus appeared to the disciples after he 
was raised from the dead.  (Jn 21:14) 

It is interesting that he calls this the third time (triton) that He appeared to the 
disciples (tois mathetais).  Presumably the previous two are those of the Easter 
Evening (to the Eleven minus Thomas) and Low Sunday (the Eleven including 
Thomas).  The ñprivateò appearance to Mary Magdalene in the garden and 
Peter and Johnôs experience at the Empty Tomb is of a separate order from 
these appearances generally tois mathetais (óto the disciplesô). 

There is a coda to this epilogue, however, which may have been further added 
to the body of the Fourth Gospel.  Again it involves Peter and John and I want 
to consider this incident next month.

LIFE BEFORE DEATH: CHRISTIAN AID WEEK 2009 AT S PAUL 
AND S NICHOLAS 

 

As Fr Tony said in the March Spire, Lent is a time during which we must 
prepare for Holy Week and the riches of Easter. He suggested that, as a 
Christian community, we might be more committed to supporting the work of 
Christian Aid this year: 

During this Lent, let us ask ourselves what we really are prepared to do for 
Christ, not something that offers immediate pleasure and self-esteem, but 
benefits millions suffering poverty and injustice in over 50 countries. 

Lindsay Slack has been instrumental in marshalling the good people of S Paul 
and S Nicholas to work as collectors for Christian Aid, but, unfortunately, is 
unable to continue this year. Fr Tony and Fr John asked me if I would be 
prepared to take on the job of Christian Aid representative for the Parish and, 
after some thought and reflection, decided to accept. Until being asked, my 
knowledge of Christian Aid was shamefully limited to picking up a red envelope 
from my doormat once a year, putting it to one side and then scurrying around 
looking for some cash when the collector arrived a few days later, kindly waiting 
on the doorstep for a contribution but initially looking with some apprehension 
as to the type of response he might receive. Might it be the same sort of abuse 
or rejection that met Jesus on his journey to the Cross of Calvary?  

At my door, the response was always one of slightly disorganised rummaging 
through pockets, or the little piles of change that Emily, my wife, sometimes 
leaves on top of the piano; shortly followed by an even more disorganised 
search for the envelope which I had carefully set aside for ósafeô keeping. 
(Perhaps I should not be acknowledging my own occasional organisational 
failings after having just taken on the organiserôs job, but generally speaking, 
Iôm pretty well-organised. Honest.) 

In the light of my own admitted ignorance, I did a little research into the work of 
Christian Aid, which I would like to share with you. It may be that you know this 
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already, in which case, sign up to collect and turn to the next article. If not, then 
read on. You may be as illuminated as I was. 

The strapline of Christian Aid is: óWe believe in life before deathô. 

Christian Aid was founded in 1945 when Christians wanted to offer relief and 
reconciliation in post-war Europe. From its early days Christian Aid has 
assisted people and communities on the basis of need, regardless of race, 
religion or nationality. Christian Aidôs work is founded on Christian faith and 
powered by hope. It acts to change an unjust world through charity, providing 
practical love and care for neighbours in need. It is driven by the gospel of good 
news to the poor, and inspired by the vision of a new Earth where everyone 
lives in justice, peace and plenty. Christian Aid follows the teaching of Jesus 
Christ, who commanded his followers to love their neighbour and work for a 
better world. Jesus identified with the poor, excluded, weak, sick and 
oppressed. He said he wanted everyone to have life, abundantly, hence, óWe 
believe in life before deathô. It is proud of its Christian identity and heritage. 
Held each year since 1957, Christian Aid Week celebrated its 50th anniversary 
in 2007, making it Britainôs longest running fundraising week. It raises over £15 
million each year. 

Christian Aid Week runs from 10 ï 16 May this year.  

Father God, 

Remind me again of your love for the poor, 

For the marginalised, 

And the oppressed. 

I want to follow your example and make a difference 

With my time and my prayers, 

Through collecting and donating, 

So that a glimpse of heaven is seen on earth, 

As hope replaces despair, 

And peace overcomes violence. 

Fill me with your spirit and strength, 

So that your name will be glorified 

Through Christian Aid week and forever.
